Orangutans and Deforestation

These great apes only found in the wild on the islands of
Borneo and Sumatra are critically endangered, with just over
100,000 Bornean, fewer than 14,000 Sumatran, and less
than 800 Tapanuli orangutans left. The main threat is the
loss or fragmentation of their forest habitat, caused by
logging for timber materials, forest fires and making way for
oil palm plantations.
